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P R E F A C E 
 

 The report on Crop Estimation Survey, 2006-07 is the 15th issue of its kind. It presents the 
estimates of area under different cereal and non-cereal crops for agricultural year 2004-05 up to       2006-
07. It also presents production of cereal crops. 
 
 The sampling design followed in the survey is a multistage stratified random sampling. Each 
administrative district is considered as independent stratum and the development blocks in each district are 
taken as sub-strata.  In each sub-strata, two sets of villages are selected by applying inter-penetrating sub-
sampling technique. In the valley areas the size of each sub-stratum for a sub-sample is 8(eight) and in the 
hill areas, the size of each sub-stratum for a sub-sample is taken as 6(six). 
 
 The valley areas of Manipur are cadastrally surveyed and village maps/list of the plots such as Dag 
Chithas are available and therefore the plots are selected by using maps and list of plots by following 
cluster sampling technique. At the first instance, 4 nucleus plots are selected and the cluster size of each 
nucleus plot is taken as 5. Therefore the total numbers of plots selected in a sample village is 20. On the 
other hand, the hill areas are not surveyed cadastrally and village maps/list of plots are not available and 
therefore plots are surveyed through households. At the first instance, the household of the sample village 
are listed systematically but at the time of assigning sampling serial numbers, those households which have 
possessed less than 0.005 acres of land are excluded and then 4 households are selected by following 
circular systematic sampling technique. All the land possessed/operated by the selected households are 
surveyed, if the plots are located within 8 kms. from the residence of the sample household. All the sample 
plots so selected are visited in each season during the proper time of visit and area under different crops   
are recorded. For the cereal crops the plots grown with the specified cereal crops   during a particular 
season is used as the sampling frame for selection of plots/sub-plots for conducting Crop Cutting 
Experiments. In a sample village for a sub-sample, it is planned to conduct 3 Crop Cutting Experiments for 
that specified crop. 
 
 In a State like Manipur where topography is composed of different hill terrains and swampy lands 
and the surface area is also composed of cadastrally surveyed and unsurveyed areas, it is very difficult to 
conduct such crop estimation survey successfully. A number of departments have generously extended 
their active cooperation for making available the requisite survey kits such maps, Dag Chithas etc. The 
valuable helps extended are gratefully acknowledged. It is hoped that they will continue to extend their 
active cooperation as the survey is a regular programme and from which many useful results can be built 
up for future years. 
 
 Designing of schedules, preparation of instructions, tabulation of results and preparation of reports 
are dealt in the Agricultural Statistics Wing of the Directorate of Economics & Statistics. All the officers 
and staff members are always instrumental in carrying out the survey successfully. Moreover the District 
Statistical Officers and their field workers like Primary Investigators and Sub-Inspectors have taken 
arduous responsibility in carrying out the field activities. The services of all the staff members and officers 
associated in the survey and processing of data are acknowledged with a sense of deep appreciation. 
 
 Continuous efforts are made to make improvements in the scope and coverage of the report but full 
justification is yet to be established. Suggestions from the users are most welcome.

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CHAPTER - I 

 

CROP ESTIMATION SURVEY IN MANIPUR 
2005-06 to 2007-08 

 
INTRODUCTION:  
 
1.1  Agriculture occupies a dominant place in the economy of Manipur. It is not only the main 
source of livelihood of the majority of the population of the State, but also a traditional way of life, 
enjoying a place of pride in the socio-economic life of the State. About 52 percent of the total 
workers depend on Agriculture. In spite of the role-played by this important sector, the data base 
of this sector is very weak. 
 
1.2  With a view to provide, at least the minimum–need data on crop statistics, the Directorate 
of Economics & Statistics, Government of Manipur started the survey on land utilisation and crop 
cutting experiments from the year 1963-64 by participating in the  National Sample Survey 
Programme of the Government of India on full matching basis, the erstwhile Mao, Tamenglong 
and Ukhrul Sub-Divisions of Manipur were not covered by the all India programme of the 
National Sample Survey (NSS) upto 1969-70.  
 
1.3  From 1970-71 onwards, the whole of Manipur was covered by the NSS programme. 
During the period from 1963-64 to 1979-90, the land utilisation survey (crop land survey) and the 
crop cutting experiments were conducted in the sample villages, selected for the socio-economic 
surveys of NSS programme.  
 
1.4 The all-India  programme of Land Utilisation Survey (cropped land survey) and crop 
cutting experiments were discontinued from 1980-81 but the Directorate of Economics and 
Statistics, Manipur continued the 2(two) surveys as a State programme in order to meet the needs 
of the State as there was no crop recording system in the State of Manipur. Again from the year 
1985-86, collection of additional information on irrigation; variety of seed used and type of 
cultivation etc. was also started. 
 
 From 1980-81 to 1986-87 the selection of villages was made for each district separately. 
Since the hill areas were not cadastrally surveyed, double weightage were given in the 
determination of sample size. The sample villages were selected in the form of two independent 
sub-samples by following the technique of interpenetrating sampling. 

 
1.5  From 1987-88 the survey is termed as Crop Estimation Survey (CES) and the selection of 
villages has been made by taking the development blocks of the valley districts as separate strata. 
In other words, villages are selected for each development block separately for conducting the 
Crop Estimation Survey. However, for the hill areas, the selection of villages is carried out at the 
district levels. 
 



From 2000-01 onwards, the selection of villages for the hill areas is carried out at the Block 
level as separate strata. However, for 2005-06, 2006-07 and 2007-08, the selection of sampling 
units for both hills and valley areas are carried out at the sub-division level as separate strata. 

 
 
 

1.6 Crop Cutting Experiments were conducted in two concentric circles of radii           
2�3� (0.686m) and 4� (1.219m) from 1963-64 to 1969-70. The demarcations of the experimental 
unit (plot) were carried out with the help of a metallic instrument, specially made for the purpose 
under the direction of the I.S.I. Calcutta. 
 
1.7 From 1970-71 to 1983-84, the crop cutting experiments were carried out in three 
concentric circles of radii 2� 3�  (0.686 m.), 4� (1.219m) and 5� 9�  (1.784m). The total area of the 
experimental unit was 10 sq. m. which constituted 1/1000 (one by one thousand) part of a hectare. 
 
1.8  From 1984-85 onwards, the system of demarcating the experimental unit (plot) has been 
changed from the concentric circles to a square unit of  5m x 5m (i.e. 25 sq.m) which is 1/400(one 
by four hundred) part of a hectare. 
 
1.9  OBJECTIVE OF CROP ESTIMATION SURVEY:  
  

The main objectives of the crop estimation survey are: 
i)  to provide estimates of area under and production of principal food and non-food crops   

with a high degree of precision at the  block/district/state levels. 
ii)  to provide estimates of productivity  of different crops at  sub-division/ district/state 

levels. 
iii)  to collect useful ancillary information on the existing cultivation practices in the State  
iv) to throw lights on the cropping pattern of the State/Districts/Sub-divisions etc. 
 
 

1.10  COVERAGE:  Coverage of the Crop Estimation Survey conducted during the agricultural 
years are as follows:  

    
1.10.1  AREA:  The whole geographical area of the State of Manipur was covered by the  

Survey. 
 
1.10.2   CROPS:  Crop Estimation Survey (CES) covers all the cereal   and non-cereal crops, 

grown in Manipur but only the cereal crops are covered in the crop-cutting 
experiments conducted for estimating yield rates. 

 
1.10.3  SEASON:   The months of harvesting in a normal year determined the season of the 
crop. The survey was conducted in all the four seasons’ viz., Autumn (July to September), winter 
(October to December), Spring (January to March) and Summer (April to June) season. July was 
taken as Summer or Autumn depending on the crop. If harvesting spreads over two seasons that 
season which covers the larger part of the harvesting will be taken to be the appropriate season for 
that crop. 
 
1.11  ORGANISATION OF FIELD WORK:  



 
  The Crop Estimation Survey was conducted by the staff of the Agricultural Statistics 
Section of the Directorate of Economics and Statistics, Manipur. All the technical works viz. 
designing of the sampling technique, fixation of sample sizes, allocation of samples to defined 
strata, selection of sample villages, table scrutiny,     imparting of training to the field staff, 
monitoring of submission  of filled-in-schedules, analysis of results etc. were controlled/managed 
by the Directorate of Economics & Statistics, Manipur. 
 
 The field works of the survey were conducted by the Primary Investigators of the 
Directorate of Economics and Statistics, Manipur posted in the District Statistical offices. The 
works of the Primary Investigators were supervised by the Sub-Inspectors/Inspectors under the 
overall guidance of the District Statistical Officer and Assistant Director concerned. The Primary 
Investigators and also the supervisors were centrally trained at the State Level every year during 
the month of June. 
 
1.11.1  EQUIPMENTS: 
 
 All the essential equipments required for the field work viz. Measuring tape, ordinary 
balance, standard weight, spring balance, bag for driage etc. were provided to the field staff. 
 
 
1.12  METHODOLOGY OF DATA COLLECTION :  
 
 The collection of data for Crop Estimation Survey  was carried out by physical/spot 
visits in all the sample plots of the valley region. In the hill districts all the plots possessed by the 
selected households living within a radius of 8 kms. from the samples village were surveyed by 
physical/spot visits, plots falling outside the radius of 8 kms. from the sample village were listed in 
consultation with the heads of households but not by physical/spot visits. 
 
1.13  PROCESSING OF DATA : 
 
 The data processing operations of the survey were carried out by the officials working in 
the Agricultural Statistics section at the State HQrs. Office of the Directorate of Economics and 
Statistics under the supervision of the Director, Additional Director ,Deputy Director and Assistant 
Director (Agri) concerned. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

CHAPTER – II 
 



SAMPLING DESIGN AND ESTIMATION PROCEDURE 
 
 
2.1  SAMPLING DESIGN: 
 
 A stratified multi-stage random sampling was followed for the survey. The stages of the 
sampling plan were as enumerated below: 
 
2.2  STRATIFICATION :  
 
 For the purpose of the survey, the total geographical area of Manipur State was grouped 
into 2(two) regions viz. Hill and valley. Prior to 2000-01 the districts in the hill region and the 
development blocks in the valley region were treated as separate independent strata. It was because 
of the fact that the hills were not cadastrally surveyed and neither the village revenue maps nor the 
village revenue records were available. 
 
 From the crop year, 2000-01 to 2004-05 the development blocks in both the hill and 
valley region were treated as separate independent strata and in the crop year 2005-06 & 2006-07 
sub-divisions in both Hills and Plain were taken as separate independent strata  
 
2.3  ALLOCATION OF VILLAGES:  
 
 2(two) different principles were followed in the allocation of villages, by taking into 
account, the factors such as strength of the existing field staff, time schedule, requisite size 
required for giving reliable estimates at the stratum levels, optimum sizes at the regional level were 
fixed and then allocation of villages to different strata was made in the following manner. 
 
2.3.1  HILL REGION:  
 
 Prior to 2000-01, the allocation of villages to the strata in the hill areas was made with 
probability proportional to the average gross  area under cereal crops during the last 5(five)  years. 
From the crop year 2000-01,  a sample of 12(twelve) villages in each stratum was taken for the 
Land Utilisation  Survey (crop land survey) and  for  crop cutting experiments (C.C.E.), half of the 
LUS villages was allocated as sample sizes in each stratum. 
 
2.3.2  VALLEY REGION:  
 
 The valley areas were cadastrally surveyed and therefore, a sample of 16(sixteen) villages 
in each stratum was taken for the Land Utilisation Survey (crop land survey) and half of the LUS 
villages were allocated for crop cutting experiments. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
2.4  SUB-SAMPLES : 
 



 The sample villages were drawn in the form of two independent and inter-penetrating 
sub-samples which were surveyed by two different teams of Investigators. The scheme was 
planned in such a way that each sub-sample provide a reliable estimate of the characteristics under 
consideration. The use of the technique of interpenetrating sub-sampling  enable us to analyse and 
control the  Investigator biases i.e. non-sampling errors. 
 

2.5   SELECTION OF VILLAGES :  

 

 Prior to  2005-06, the sampling frame used for selection of villages was the list of 
census villages of 1991 population census. But in 2005-06 & 2006-07 the selection of villages  are 
based on 2001 Population census. For conducting the Crop Estimation Survey, the villages of each 
sub-sample were selected circular systematically with probability proportional to the cultivators 
population independently for each stratum except Mao-Maram, Paomata and Purul sub-division. 
Selection of villages in these  three sub-divisions are based on the general population. Out of the 
villages, the villages growing specified cereal crop was ascertained and gross area under that crop 
was cumulated separately for each cereal crop and also separately for each season and then the 
required number of villages was selected for each cereal crop in each stratum for conducting the 
crop cutting experiments. Stratumwise and sub-samplewise, sample sizes for each region for Crop 
Estimation Survey for the year 2004-05, 2005-06 and 2006-07 are shown in the following Table 
No.1(A) & 1(B). Districtwise list of villages selected for crop estimation survey for the Crop year

2.6  SELECTION OF PLOTS FOR CES: 
 
 For the purpose of selection of plots for conducting crop estimation survey, the villages 
were divided into three categories, viz. 
 
 1)  villages having revenue maps, indicating the survey numbers of different plots  

possessed by different persons/institutions/local bodies. 
 2)  villages for which revenue maps are not available but village/revenue records such 

as list of holdings/dag chithas are available. 
 3)  villages for which neither revenue maps nor revenue records of holding was 

available. 
 
 
 Since the valley region (valley districts) was cadastrally surveyed, the revenue village 
maps as well as the dag chithas are available with the Settlement/Revenue Department/Offices and 
hence, the selection of plots was made either by using the village map or by using the dag chithas 



of the selected village. In the case of the hill region (hill districts), neither the village maps nor the 
dag chithas (village records of land holding)  are available and, therefore, the selection of plots 
were made through household selection. In other words, at least one of the following basic 
materials was required for selection of plots of a selected village. 
 
 1)  village maps 

 2)  village records of land holding (Dag chithas) 

 3)  list of households 

 

  If the selection of plots is carried  out by using all the existing plots  identified with the  
help of village map, the technique is known as 'METHOD-I’ . If the selection of plots is made 
from the list of all plots of the village on the basis of village records, then the technique is termed 
as “METHOD-2”. If in a village due to non-availability of map and village records, the selection 
of plots is made through household selection, then the technique is termed as “METHOD-3”. The 
method 1 and 2 were applied in the selection of plots of the valley region whereas the method 3 
was used in the case of hill region for the crop estimation survey. 
 

 2.6.1  PLOT SELECTION : 

 In each  sample village where Method 1 and 2 is  followed, 4 basic plots were first selected 
circular systematically with equal probability by considering all the plots in the village and then a 
cluster of 5 plots for each basic plots were taken. For the purpose of formation of suitable clusters 
all the survey numbers/sampling serial numbers in the village were grouped into mutually 
exclusive clusters of 5 numbers each as follows:  1-5, 6-10, 11-15, 16-20 and so on. After selection 
of the basic plots, the clusters in which the four basic plots fall were selected for crop estimation 
survey. In the manner stated above, altogether 20 plots were selected normally from each sample 
village for crop estimation survey in the valley areas of Manipur. Stratum-wise number of plots 
selected for conducting crop estimation survey so as to ascertain the area under different 
crops/buildings/tanks etc. in different seasons of 2004-05 to 2006-07 agricultural year as shown 
below in table No.2(A) and 2(B).

2.6.2  PLOT SELECTION IN HILL REGION:  
 
 The hill region(districts) of Manipur are yet to be cadastrally surveyed and therefore village 
map and village records containing the list of land holdings  are not available. Selection of plots 
for the survey were, therefore, made through the households. Four household were selected 
circular systematically with equal probability from all the households processing land measuring 



0.005 acres and above for each sample village. All the plots, possessed by the 4-selected 
households living within a radius of 8 kms. were recorded by physical/spot visits. The plots falling 
outside the radius of 8 kms. from the sample village were listed in consultation with the head of 
households, but not by physical/spot visits during the proper time of visit of each season. The 
number of plots to be surveyed in a village depended on the number of plots, possessed by the four 
selected households. 
 
 To have check and cross-check of the area under different crops in the unsurveyed hill 
areas, the quantity of seed used in the specified plots was collected in kgs.(0.00) indicating the 
type of sowing of the specified crop as the village usually knew the area under the crop on the 
basis of quantity of seeds used. 
 
2.7  SELECTION OF SUB-PLOT GROUPS/SUB-PLOTS FOR CROP CUTTING 

EXPERIMENTS : 
 
 During the survey, crop cutting experiments were conducted only for cereal crops. In each 
sample village, 3(three) experiments were planned for the cereal crops as a whole for each crop-
season. The sub-plots growing particular crop purely or in mixture were grouped counting the 
number of sub-plots, listed only once. From the sample plots, select areas for survey of each 
season, all the sub-plot groups (or sub-plots) growing the specified cereal crop of the particular 
season were first listed in a specified order and then 3(three) sub-plot groups(or sub-plots) were 
selected with probability proportional to gross area by following the procedures of circular 
systematic selection. 
 
 In some cases, the selection may fall at a particular sub-plot, but in most of the cases, 
particularly in the valley region, selection may fall in a group  of sub-plots. In such cases a 
particular sub-plot is to be selected for conducting the experiment. 
 
2.8:  SELECTION OF SUB-PLOTS FROM THE SUB-PLOT GROUP FOR CROP 

CUTTING EXPERIMENTS:  
 
 For selection of particular sub-plots from the selected sub-plot group for conducting crop 
cutting experiments, the area of each sub-plot was first expressed in percentages of the total gross 
area under all the sub-plots in the specified group and then, the percentages were cumulated. The 
cumulative total was always 100 and required number of sub-plots from the particular sub-plot 
group were selected circular systematically with probability proportional to gross area with 
replacement. 
 
2.9  DEMARCATION OF THE EXPERIMENTAL PLOT(UNIT): 
 
 In  each  selected  plot/sub-plot, one experimental  plot of size 5m x 5m = 25 sq.m., 1/400 
of a hectare was demarcated for conducting crop cutting experiment in the following manner: 
 
2.9.1  ORIGIN AND AXES OF REFERENCE: 
 
 In the case of a four-sided plot/sub-plot, the origin of reference was taken at its South-west 
corner. If the angle between the two sides is less than or equal to 90o, the boundary line(ail) of the 
crop-area in the West-East direction was taken as X-axis and boundary line(ail) or imaginary line 
in the North-south direction perpendicular to X-axis at the origin was taken as Y-axis. 
 



 If the angle at the South-west corner is more than 90o, the origin of reference was shifted to 
a point further West or South in such a way that the two axis envelope the entire plot or sub-plot. 
In case, the origin cannot be fixed at the South-west corner due to inaccessibility, the South-east 
corner was taken as origin. If that also called for a shift the East-North and North-west corners 
were tried. However, in all the cases, the side towards the right of the Investigator, while standing 
at the origin and facing the sub-plot was taken as X-axis. 
   

When the selected plot/sub-plot was very much irregular in shape, then imaginary 
rectangle/square was formed so that the rectangle/square covered the entire plot/sub-plot and the 
South-West corner of the rectangle/square so formed was taken as the origin of axis. 
 

2.9.2  ACTUAL  DEMARCATION :  
 
 After fixing the origin of axes, length of these two sides were measured in counts of regular 
steps(normal steps) and then 7(seven) steps were deducted from the length as well as the breadth 
of the rectangle/square and the remainders were obtained. The remainders of the length and the 
remainders of breadth together form a pair of number which indicate the number of digits to be 
consulted in the random number table. If the pair of random number of the specified digit found 
under the relevant column and row of the random number table was less than both the remainders, 
then the number was accepted, otherwise, it was rejected and the next number was tried. The first 
of the pair of the number indicated the steps to be measured along X-axis and the second, the 
required steps for Y-axis.  
 

 After knowing the random number, the Investigator measured the required number of steps 
along the x-axis from the origin. After measuring the required steps along the x-axis, the 
Investigator turned at right angle to the left and then, measured another required number of steps 
into the plot/sub-plot along the y-axis perpendicular to x-axis. The point so obtained was taken as 
the South-West corner of the experimental plot and a peg (No.1) was fixed. From the peg No.1, 
5m were measured by using measuring tape parallel to x-axis and peg No.2 was fixed as the south-
east corner of the experimental plot. Then Peg No.3 and peg No.4  were fixed at perpendicular 
direction to peg No.2 and peg No.1 at distance of 5m. each from peg No.2 and Peg No.1 
respectively. 

 
The experimental plot thus enclosed and demarcated by passing a string round the pegs. It 

was assured that the string was stretched tightly on all the sides. The inner portion of the 
experimental plot was harvested by leaving a border of about ½ meter from all the sides. The 
harvested crops were transferred to a place outside the experimental plot. Standing in the 
harvested area, the string were gradually brought to the ground level and then the distance of the 
pegs if necessary were adjusted to get a perfect square. The two diagonal distance i.e. from peg 
No.1 to peg No.3 and from peg No.2 to peg No.4 would be exactly 7.07 meter each. Thus, the 
experimental plots were demarcated and harvested. 

 
2.10  HARVESTING OF BORDER PLANTS : 
 
 When the string falled across the plants along the border, the plants were harvested if more 
than half of the plants were inside the string and the plants were not harvested if more than half of 
the plants were outside the string. If the string passed through some plants in such a way that just 
half portion of the same plant falled within and other half outside then the alternate plants were 
harvested.  
 
2.11  SPECIAL CASES: 



 
 In the hill districts, there are 3(three) types of cultivation viz. Wet, jhuming and terrace. 
 In the case of Terrace cultivation,  the length and breadth of the selected sub-plot are to be 
measured in regular steps. If both the length and breadth of the sub-plot are more than 7(seven) 
steps then located the experimental plot of 5m x 5m in the manner described above.  
 If the sub-plot was irregular in shape than ascertained the highest possible rectangle inside 
the sub-plot and determined the South-West corner of the imaginary rectangle and considered it as 
the South-West corner of the square experimental plot of size 5m x 5m. 
 
 If the breadth of the sub-plot was less than 7(seven) steps then harvested the entire sub-
plots but the length and the breadth of the sub-plot were measured accurately with the measuring 
tape and the same is to be  recorded. If the sub-plot was not rectangular in shape, ascertained the 
largest possible rectangle, inside the sub-plot and fixed four pegs at the four corners of the 
imaginary rectangle and make sure that the length of the imaginary rectangle was more than 
7(seven) steps, tied a string to peg No.1 (nearest to the south-west corner) and, taken it round the 
other pegs and finally tied it to peg No.1. See that the string was properly stretched. Lower the 
string to the ground level and then harvest the inside and the border plants in the manner suggested 
above. In this case too, the length and the breadth of the imaginary rectangle was measured 
accurately and recorded. 

In case both the length and the breadth of the selected sub-plots were less than 7(seven) 
steps then the sub-plot is rejected and the next is selected. 

 
  If this too did not ful-fill the above condition, then the 3rd sub-plot was tried and so on 
until a sub-plot satisfying the above conditions was available i.e. at least one side of the sub-plot  
was more than 7(seven) steps. 
 

2.12  NUMBER  OF  CROP  CUTTING  EXPERIMENTS CONDUCTED DURING                                                                      
2004-05 , 2005-06 AND 2006-07. 

 
 In every crop season, 3(three) crop cutting experiments were planned for paddy/maize 
crops as a whole for each sample village. Altogether 612 crop cutting experiments were planned 
for the agricultural year 2004-05; 396  were in  the hill  region and 216 in the valley region (Table 
No.1(A)). But in the agricultural year 2005-06 & 2006-07 altogether 768 crop cutting experiments 
were planned; 432 were in the hill region and  336 in the valley region Table No. 1(B). However, 
the actual number of crop cutting experiments conducted were decided on the availability of the 
specified crops in the particular year.  
 
 
 
2.13 THRESHING AND WEIGHING:  
 
 Threshing were carried out on the dates of harvesting. In all the experimental cases, the 
time-lag between harvesting and threshing was not more than 2(two) days. After threshing, 
winnowing and cleaning, the weight of the crop produced in the experimental plot was obtained by 
sensitive balance in gms.The actual number of crop cutting experiments (paddy/maize) on the 
stratumwise for the agricultural year 2004-05, 2005-06 and 2006-07 can be seen in table No. 3(A), 
3(B) and 3(C).

2.15: ESTIMATES OF PRODUCTION: 
 
 The production of a crop for a particular season was estimated as a derivative of the 
estimates of two parameters viz. estimated area under that crop in that season and the estimated 
weighted average yield of the crop of the season. The production of a crop for a season was 
obtained by multiplying the estimated area by the estimated weighted average yield of that crop for 
that season. 
 
2.16: CONVERSION OF RICE FROM PADDY: 
  
 Yield rate and production of paddy presented in the report was not paddy as such, but in the 
form of “CLEAN RICE”. To convert the green paddy to clean rice the first step is to convert to dry 
paddy which was free from moisture. For the purpose, an experiment which was known as 
DRIAGE EXPERIMENT was carried out by collecting one Kg. of the crop from all the sample 
villages. After converting the green paddy to dry paddy by multiplying by the conversion factor 
derived from the driage experiment, the dry paddy is to be converted to clean rice by using official 
conversion factor  0.667 in each season viz. Autumn, Winter and Summer.   
 
 The conversion factors derived from the driage experiments used in the estimates, 
presented in this report are as follows:

2.16.1: DRIAGE EXPERIMENT:  
 
 For carrying out driage experiment a sample of 1 (one) kg. of green paddy was collected 
from the experimental plot/sub-plot having order of selection of 1 and 3 for sub-sample I where for 
sub-sample II, the green crop was collected from the plot having order of selection of 2 in each 
season. 306 experiments were planned for carrying out to the central driage experiments. 

 
 

2.17: LIMITATION:  
 

The main limitation of the results of the Crop Estimation Survey was that both area data 
and yield data were based on sample surveys. However, non-sampling errors   were  minimized  to 
a  great extent by deploying well-trained and qualified investigators and by carrying out extensive 
supervisions/inspections by the senior and experienced officials including the  District Statistical 
Officers at all the stages of the survey. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

CHAPTER - III 
 

IMPORTANT CONCEPTS AND DEFINITIONS  
 

3.1  SAMPLE  VILLAGE:  
 
 For the purpose of the Crop Estimation Survey, a revenue village which was more or  less  
identical with the census village was taken as sample  village  in  the  valley region. Generally, 
revenue villages and census villages were identical. In exceptional cases, a revenue village 
consisted of several census villages or the selected census village was only a part of a  revenue  
village. In such case, the entire revenue village was surveyed. If, on the other hand, a selected 



census village consists of several revenue villages, then one of the revenue villages was selected 
and the survey was confined to the selected revenue village. 
 
 In the hill region where no land record is available, the census village was taken as the 
sample village for the purpose of the survey. 
 
 
3.2  PLOT:  
 
 Generally, in a village, patches of land were clearly demarcated with boundaries and each 
of such distinct patches of land was taken as a plot. In the cadastrally surveyed villages, each and 
every plots has borne a survey number. In the unsurveyed villages of the hill region, the plots 
were demarcated and identified in consultation with the head of the household. 
 
3.3  SUB-PLOT: 
  
 A plot was further sub-divided in more less permanent nature by constructing ails or bunds 
inside the plot. Each and every sub-division of a plot which was distinct and demarcated by proper 
ails was taken as a sub-plot. 
 
3.4   AIL OR BUND:  
 
 A plot was generally demarcated by a strip of raised land, such strips of raised land was 
termed as ails or bunds, there were sometimes a number of ails or bunds inside the plots as needed 
for retaining water and other purposes. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
3.5  PROPER  TIME  OF  VISITS:  
 
 The proper time of visit for recording land utilisation particulars is taken as the time when 
the standing crops could be unmistakably identifiable. The period between the completion of 
sowing and the commencement of harvesting of the specified crop were generally taken as the 
Proper Time of Visit. The proper time of visit in a normal year for each season is given below:

3.6  AREA  UNDER  CROP: 
 
 When a pure or mixed crop was grown covering the whole of a plot, the entire area which 
extended  upto the inside border of the boundary ails formed the area under the crop. If the width 
of the uncultivated ails running along the boundary or inside the plot were 9 inches or more, then 
the area under the uncultivated ails were excluded but if the width of such ails were less than 9 
inches then the areas were also considered to be under the crop. 
 
 
3.7  GROSS  AREA  UNDER  A CROP: 
 
 If a plot/sub-plot is grown with 2 (two) or more crops in mixture then, the total area under 
the mixed crop was defined to be the gross area under each of the component crops of the mixture. 
Thus for a sub-plot growing wheat and barley in mixture in an area of 10.00 acres, the gross area 
under wheat was 10.00 acres and the gross area under barley was also 10.00 acres. When a crop 
was grown pure (i.e. singly) in a sub-plot, the gross area under the crop was the same as the area 
under the crop in the sub-plot. 
 
 
3.8   CROP  IRRIGATED:  
 
 Irrigation was considered to denote the practice of purposively providing land with  water 
other than rain, by artificial means for crop production. A crop area was considered to be irrigated 
if it gets at least one flush of irrigation during the whole of its growing period. Even if a particular 
crop is irrigated more than once, the area irrigated for that crop was counted only once. If a crop 
was received irrigation from more than one source, the particulars of all the sources were 
collected. Irrigations in the seed beds were not considered to be crops irrigated. 
 
 
 
3.9  PERMANENT  CULTIVATION:  
 
 Permanent cultivation was the settled cultivation which included wet cultivation (WC) on 
the flat lands and terrace cultivation (TC) on the hill slopes by making intermediate flat plots/sub-
plots. 
 
3.10  TERRACE  CULTIVATION:  
 
 Terrace cultivation was a method practised on the hill slopes by leveling the area of the 
slopping ground. One or more of such areas were usually separated by slopping bank/banks to 
retain the water. 
   
 



3.11 JHUM  CULTIVATION:  
 
 Jhum cultivation which was also known as shifting cultivation was a method of cultivation 
practiced on the hill slopes. In this method of cultivation, a hill slope was cleared off by cuttings 
its natural vegetation and the materials so collected were burnt. The ashes produced were used as 
manures. Seeds were broadcasted or sometimes sown in the areas so cleared off and prepared for 
cultivation. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

CHAPTER-IV 
 

IMPORTANT FACTORS OF PRODUCTION 
 

4.1  The cropping pattern and productivity of crops depend primarily on soils, climatic factors 
and inputs. Some of the important factors prevalent during the agricultural year,2004-2005, 2005-
2006 and 2006-2007 are given below. 
 
4.2  SOILS: 
 
 The soils of Manipur are broadly classified as ferruginous red soil and mountain/hill soils. 
Ferruginous red soil is poor in lime, potash and iron oxide and is also comparatively low in 
phosphorous content. This type of soil is suitable for cultivation of paddy and a large variety of 
crops can be grown with irrigation. The mountain and hill soils have about 1 to 3 percent of 
organic carbon and are suitable for cultivation of paddy and plantation crops. 



 
4.3       CLIMATIC  FACTORS : 
 
 A major factor influencing growth, the extent of cultivation and yield of crop is weather. 
In fact, weather is significant in nearly every phase of agricultural activity from the preparatory 
tillage to harvesting and storage. The climatic factors which are important to agricultural activities 
are rainfall, temperature, wind, dew, hailstorm, sunshine and radiation. 
 
4.3.1  RAINFALL:  
 
 Though Manipur is a small state, the rainfall of the State is highly variable due to its 
topography. The actual rainfalls as recorded at some of the important centers of Manipur are shown 
below. Two years or two places might have experienced the same or nearly the same average 
rainfalls but the impact of degree of utility to crops would be different due to difference in the 
distribution of rainfalls over months of the year or the places. The distribution of rainfalls over 
months during the year 2003-04, 2004-05, 2005-06 and 2006-07 which had a direct bearing in the 
kharif crops of the agricultural year 2003-04,2004-05 , 2005-06 and 2006-07 respectively are 
shown in the following table no.4(I), 4(II) , 4(III) and 4(IV).

4.4 INPUTS: 
 
  The important  inputs for  raising the  productivity of  agricultural  crop  are (i)  Seeds, (ii) 
Fertilizers and manures and (iii) Plant-protection chemicals. Though the above stated three groups 
of inputs are equally important, an attempt is made to highlight the features of the applications of 
chemical fertilizers only due to paucity of data for other inputs.  

 
 

4.4.1 APPLICATION OF FERTILIZERS:  
 
  From year to year the land-man ratio has become lesser and it is further expected to get still 
narrower ratio in the coming years. Therefore, addition of plant nutrients in the form of fertilizers 
constituted an essential step in augmenting agricultural production. To give a picture of the 
consumption of fertilizers, the district-wise distribution of fertilizers for the year 2004-2005 and 
2005-2006 as furnished by the Agriculture Department are given below .

CHAPTER - V 
 

RESULTS OF THE SURVEY 
 

 
5.1 ESTIMATES OF CEREAL CROPS:  
 

The production of crops was obtained as product of two parameters viz. area under the 

crops and yield rates. The estimates of area under crop and yield rates were built up from the 

schedules of Crops Estimation Survey. The main cereal crops of Manipur were Paddy, Maize and 

Wheat, but the wheat crops were grown only in very small pockets. The production of paddy crop 



was expressed in terms of clean rice after making necessary conversions. The estimates of area, 

yield  and  production  of  rice  and  maize  for the year 2004-05, 2005-06 and 2006-07 at the 

stratum/district/region/state levels are shown in the following table no. 7(a), 7(b) and 7(c) 

respectively.

5.1.1 Although paddy was grown in large scale in all the districts the largest area under the cro 
was found to be in Imphal East District during the year 2004-05. During the year 2005-06, the 
largest area under the crop was found to be in Senapati District. 

 
In the agricultural year 2006-07, the largest area under paddy crop was found in Thoubal 

District which estimated for 16.42% of the total area under crop and lowest area in Chandel  
District which accounted for 5.15% of the total crop area. The total agriculture area of the crop in 
this year was 165.37 thousand hectares which accounted for 7.41 % of the total geographical area 
of the State as aginst 7.9% and 7.45% in 2004-05 and 2005-06 respectively.The districtwise 
distribution of Area under Paddy for the agricusltural year 2004-05 to 2006-07 is shown at Table 
No.8. The per capita gross area under paddy during 2006-2007 was worked out to be nearly 0.16 
acre only.

5.1.2 The estimated average yield of rice for the State was 2472.52 kgs. per hectare for the year 
2004-05. The estimated average yield varied from 886.79 kgs. per hectare in Nungba Block of 
Tamenglong District to 3353.33 kgs. per hectare in Imphal West-II Block of Imphal West District. 
 

 For the year 2005-06, the estimated average yield of rice for the State was found to be 
2322.09 kgs.per hectare. The estimated average yield varied from 933.33 kgs. per hectare in 
Nungba Sub-division  of Tamenglong District to 3560.09 kgs. per hectare in Wangoi Sub-division 
of Imphal West District. 

 
5.1.3 The estimated production of rice for the State was 386.07 thousand tonnes during the 
agricultural year, 2005-06 as against 435.93 thousand tonnes during the agricultural year, 2004-05. 
The per capita production of rice during 2005-06 was worked out to be 153.25 kgs as against the 
estimated requirements of 289.93 kgs. per capita per annum.  

 
The estimated production of rice during the agricultural year 2006-2007 was 389.17 

thousands tonne against 386.07 thousand tonnes in 2005-06. The per capita production of rice 
during 2006-07 was worked out to 151.48 kgs as against 153.25 kgs in 05-06. 

 
 

5.1.4 For the agricultural year 2004-05, 44.72. % of the estimated area under maize crop of the 
State was found in  Senapati District. The estimated area under the crop was 3.22 thousand 
hectares during the year where the estimated average yield for the State was 2763.98 kgs. per 
hectare. The estimated average yield varied from 1333.33 kgs. per hectare in Samulamlan of  
Churachandpur District to 3285.71 kgs. per hectare in Paomata Block of Senapati District. The 
estimated production of maize for the agricultural year 2004-2005 was 8.90 thousand tonnes.  
 
 

For the agricultural year 2005-06, for maize crops 55.44% of the estimated area of the State 
was found in Senapati District. The estimated area under the crop was 2.85 thousand hectare 
during the agricultural year where the estimated average yield for the State was 2785.96 kgs. per 
hectare. The estimated average yield varied from 1423.92 kgs. per hectare in Thanlon Sub-division 
of Churachandpur District to 3164.24 kgs. per hectare in Paomata of Senapati District. The 
estimated production of maize for the agricultural year 2005-06 was 7.94 thousand tonnes. 

 
The estimated area of maize crops during the year 2006-07 was 3.34 thousands hectare. 

Highest area of cultivating the crop was in Ukhrul District. It shared 39.22% of the total estimated 
area . The average yield rate varied from 2000 Kgs per hectare in Machi & Chandel sub-divisions 
of Chandel District to 2750.00 Kgs per hectare in Sadar Hill East of Senapati District.

  From the table no. 9 and  10, it is clear that the area and production of the rice were 176.31 
thousand hectares and 435.93 thousand tonnes respectively for the year 2004-05. For the  year      
2005-06, the area and production of the rice were 166.26 thousand hectares  and 386.07 thousand 
tonnes respectively. In 2006-07 the area and production of rice were 165.37 thousands hectares and 
389.17 thousands tonnes. The production of paddy was below the level of marginal need for the 
last five years.

5.2 ESTIMATES OF NON-CEREAL CROPS:  



 
 Information on area under non-cereal crops were also collected in the Crop Estimation 

Survey, 2002-03 but crop cutting experiments were not conducted due to shortage of financial and 
man power resources. The non-cereal crops were available only in some pockets of the sample 
crops and hence, the estimates were not up to the expected level. However, it will give an idea of 
the cropping pattern of the State in absence of other reliable estimates. The estimates of non-cereal 
crops so derived for the period from 1996-97 to 2005-2006 were shown in Annexure – I   

 
5.3 TYPES OF CULTIVATION:  
 
  Data on the types of cultivation such as area under wet cultivation, terrace cultivation and 
jhum cultivation were collected since the agricultural year 1985-86 onwards. 
  
 The wet cultivation (WC) on the flat lands and terrace cultivation (TC)  on the hill slopes 
together constituted the total permanent cultivation. The terrace and jhum cultivations were 
practiced in the hill areas of Manipur. Area under cereal crops during the year 2004-05, 2005-06 
and 2006-07 according to the types of cultivations are presented in the Annexure – II(a) , II(b) and 
II(c) respectively. It would be observed from Annexure –II(a) that 74.28% of the total area under 
paddy during 2004-05 was under permanent cultivation where the remaining 25.72% was under 
jhum cultivation of paddy. Whereas, from Annexure –II(b), 72.57% of the total area under paddy 
during 2005-06 was under permanent cultivation where the remaining 27.43% was under jhum 
cultivation of paddy.But in the  agriculture year 2006-07, 79.05% of the total area under paddy was 
under permanent cultivation and remaining 20.95% was under jhum cultivation. It would be 
interesting to note that the extent of area under jhum cultivation was highest in the Churachandpur 
District in terms of percentage of the total  area under paddy cultivation during 2004-05, 2005-06 
and 2006-07. The detail picture of the jhum cultivation during 2004-05, 2005-06 and 2006-07 
would be seen from the Table No. 11.

 Out of the total area under jhum cultivation of paddy in the State, the highest percentage was found 
in the Churachandpur District with 38.69% in 2004-05, 41.21% in 2005-06 and 66.93% in 2006-07. 
Churachandpur District occupies in the 6th position in term of area under paddy cultivation in the State in 
2004-05, 2005-06 and 2006-07 as shown in the table No. 7(a). 
 

As for Maize crop, the major share of area was found to be in the hill districts. The Maize crop was grown 
in the permanent as well as jhum crops. Senapati District had the highest area under Maize crop during 2004-
05, 2005-06 and 2006-07.  In 2005-06, 29.47% and 70.53% of the total area under Maize was under permanent 
and jhum cultivation respectively.In agricultural year 2006-07, 45.71% and 54.29% of total area under maize 
was under permanent and jhum cultivation respectively. Senapati district had the highest area under Maize Crop 
during 2006-07, Annexure-II(c).  
 
 
5.3.2 STRUCTURAL CHANGES IN TYPES OF CULTIVATION:  
 
  The extent of land put to permanent and jhum cultivation of paddy during the last three years in the 
State could be seen Annexure – III(a) and III(b). The structural changes in the types of cultivation in each hill 
district could be visualised from the Table No.12 given below :

  As revealed from the results of the last three years, it could be well concluded that the 
percentage of area under jhum cultivation to total area under paddy cultivation was highest in 
Churachandpur district. The percentage of jhum cultivation of paddy was worked out to be 
93.10% according to the triennium ending average area under paddy in Churachandpur District. 
The percentages of area under jhum in Tamenglong and Ukhrul districts were worked out to be 
76.57 and 67.49 respectively which were also comparatively higher. It would be, therefore, better 
if the efforts to bring about the TERRACE CULTIVATION  are accelerated particularly in the 
three districts viz. Tamenglong, Churachandpur and Ukhrul.  

 
 
 
5.4   Information on seeds used has been collected in the Crop Estimation Survey since 1985-86. 
The seeds were grouped into three categories viz. High yielding varieties (HYV), improved 
varieties and others. Area under three groups of varieties of paddy and maize during the year 2004-
05, 2005-06 and 2006-07 were tabulated and given in the Annexture – IV (a), IV (b) and IV(c).  

 
In the agricultural year 2004-05, HYV seeds were mainly used in valley districts of the 

State. Area under HYV paddy was 22.61 thousands hectares, in which 95.67% of the total areas 
was in the valley districts. The area of HYV (Paddy) was only 12.82% of the total area under 
paddy  (Annexure IV(a). 

 
During the year 2005-06, area under HYV paddy was found to be 27.94 thousand hectares 

in the valley areas which was 96.85% of the total area under HYV paddy in the State and the 
remaining 3.15% was found in the hill areas. The proposition of area under HYV paddy to the total 
area under paddy in 2005-06 was found to be only 17.35 %( Annexure – IV (b).   

 
During 2006-07, the area under HYV paddy was only 14.28 thousands hectares constituting 

88.09% area in valley and 11.91% in hilly regions.The area of HYV paddy out of the total area 
under paddy was only 8.64% (Annexure – IV(c) 



 
 

5.4.2 PROPOSITION OF AREA UNDER LOCAL VARIETY:  
 

This high yielding varieties (HYVs) programme had been introduced in the country since 
1985-86. The spread of HYV and improved varieties of paddy was very slow in the State 
particularly in the hill areas. However, since the recent past, the preference of HYV and improved 
varieties of paddy to local varieties was evident particularly in the valley areas. The proportion of 
area under local varieties of paddy to the area under HYV+improved varieties for the 2005-06 and 
2006-07 are shown in Annexure V. A consolidated picture at the triennium ending average during

 On the whole, the proportion of area under other varieties of seeds used in respect of area 
under paddy to the total area under paddy crop was 59.69% in 2006-07 as against 56.63% and 
42.53% in the agricultural year 2005-06 and 2004-05 respectively; whereas the area under (HYV + 
improved) varieties of paddy were only 40.31%, 43.37% and 57.47% in the agricultural year 2006-
07, 2005-06 and 2004-05 respectively. From the triennium average, it was evident that the 
proportion of land put to other varieties of paddy crops was 52.73% of the total area under paddy. 
Proportion of land put to other varieties of paddy in the hilly areas was 85.30% of the total areas 
under paddy of the region. But in the case of valley areas only 24.02% of the total area of the 
region under paddy was for other varieties.

Stratum/District/Regional/State Level estimates of irrigated area under paddy and maize 
crop during the year 2004-05 to 2006-07 are shown in the Annexure – VII(a), VII(b) & VII(c) 
respectively. During the year 2004-05, out of the estimated area of 176.31 thousand hectares, 54.21 
thousand hectares were found to be irrigated which accounted for 30.20% of the total area under 
cereal. In the year 2005-06, out of the estimated area of 169.11 thousand hectares, 39.30 thousand 
hectares were found to be irrigated which accounted 23.24% of the total area under cereal. In the 
agricultural year 2006-07, out of 168.63 thousand hectares estimated area under paddy, 32.92 
thousand hectares were found to be irrigated, which accounted 19.52% of the total area under 



cereal crops. The details of the  paddy crop irrigated during the years  2005-06 and 2006-07
